8.  All fences on course 
are out of bounds. 
Local Rule played 
as 1-stroke penalty 
from point of exit.

ETIQUETTE

1.  Please repair ball 
marks, replace 
divots and leave 
rakes in bunker 
when fi nished.

2.  Please keep pace with the group 
in front of you.

3.  Please play from the
appropriate tees.

Coffi n Corner (Puchèk)
Hit a well placed shot to the middle of the fairway to 
set yourself up for a short approach. If you miss long 

right you may be in grave trouble. WEEQUAHIC GOLF COURSE
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Long Look (Achgelinquoam)
This downhill par 3 offers your fi rst look at the course, 
but don’t get too caught up. With 5 bunkers
surrounding the green, an accurate shot is required.

Burial Mounds (Cairns) 
Place your tee shot on the green of the

par 3, or you may fi nd yourself in a mound 
of trouble.

Early Grave (Walamo) 
A short par 4 that requires a well thought out second 

shot over a wall of bunkers to the green. If you 
happen to go in them, it may be the beginning of 

the end.

Mountain of Fire
(Pahsaek Tentey) Aim for the 
volcano bunker in the distance off the tee, to 
set yourself up with the possibility of going for 
this par 5 in two.

Dayton Dread 
(Nōtōkōkākan) This long par fi ve will 

require 3 accurate shots to hit the green.
Try to keep your ball right of Dayton Street.

Infi nity (Kekwaas) 
Don’t be long on your second shot into this 

infi nity green, or you fi nd this green doesn’t 
go on forever.

Tree Trouble (Takpali) 
A straight shot into this well protected green is 
important, or you may be fi ghting with the trees.

Steep Slope (Menahoking) 
Get your ball to the top for a sight line to 
the green but beware of fairway bunkers 

on the left.

Tip The Cup (Mush-tuk)
A redan green that slopes right to left
will test your ball placement, watch out
for the bunker guarding the front.

Cliff (Haionke) 
You’ll want to hug the left side of this hole to 

have the best shot into the green. Come up 
short and you may fi nd yourself well below 

the hole.

Head of the Cove
(Weequahic)

A long par 5 with a strong emphasis on 
accuracy, with beautiful lake views off 

the left. Watch out for the grass hollows 
surrounding the green.

Twin Oaks
(Nisoh Mitigoog)

With one oak as an aim point and another 
guarding the green, be sure to pick the

correct tree.

Fork of the River (Nahihele)
Our largest fairway awaits your tee shot

but don’t get skewered by the the fork
of the dry river bed.

Seven Spirits 
(Nischasch Manetu)

On your 3rd shot into this par 5 you will
be looking up at a green guarded by

7 bunkers, don’t let them get into your head.

Back Stretch (Nehënaonkès)
Coming back toward what used to be a horse 
racing track, the bunker right of the green is 
modeled after a notorious bunker and is named 
Horse’s A******.

In the Valley (Pachsegonk) 
A short par 3 through the valley, don’t hit it
long or you will face a tough shot that may
not stay on the green.

Home (Wikewam)
This diffi cult par 4 will test you on your way 
back to the clubhouse. On the right side and 
surrounding the green there are mounds of 

those that didn’t make it.
